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INSP was founded in 1994 by a handful of European dreet papers. From our headquarters
in Glasgow, we now support nearly 100 street papers in 40 countries on 6 continents.

Why do street papers matter? They give homeless people a chance to help themselves by
providing employment; each vendor buys the paper at cost price and sells it at a profit
thereby generating an income.

For a homeless person, the opportunity to earn a li ving increases their life chances and
enhances their self esteem. Street papers are a roue back into society.

INSP street papers are an important media resource, with a global readership of over 100
million.
